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So how can this happen, after a nonstop Interim (the six months recess in between legislative
session...yes, we did not stop hitting the capitol) campaign and a barrage of lobbying

two months prior to the start of this session. The momentum was astounding. The feedback
was encouraging, as a number of lawmakers expressed privately to us that this session we
had a good chance in making the adjustment to the ban through our unique bill, "The
Smoking Exemption/Organ Donor bill" (A smoking exemption license would be granted to any
bar requesting it, at a cost of between $1,000 to $3,000 depending upon the type and size
of establishment, with the said fees going into a fund every year to a public awareness
campaign to increase organ donorship in Hawaii). How can this happen as we looked like -

a Catagory Five huricane slamming into the Capitol backed now with unrefutable numbers and
stats on bar loss and Japanese tourism decline facts, not to mention the recent backing

of our platform by Hawaii's premier daily The Honolulu Star Bulletin? How? Simple...

NO FEAR. No fear of our Voting Power. You can have dozens of lawmakers on your platform
(we were closing in on 40 on board our much hated Freedom of Choice Caucus as of a few
weeks ago). But if you don't have the "Leaders". of each side on board, you can kiss your
chances to get past first base, goodbye. And,we only had one of the five in the Senate, and
the same in the House. You must understand this dynamic. Our opposition, The American
Cancer Society, The American Lung Association, The American Heart Association, and The
Coalition for a Tobacco Free Hawaii--the official Armpit of the ACS, have been at this war
for decades. They got the process of the system down pat. They have lined the pockets

of the "Leaders" of all legislatures across the nation with hundreds of millioms in
campaign donations. We got squat. We're just the broke-ass, greenhorn underdogs trying
our best to make somethirg happen with what little we got. HOWEVER, the "Leaders" club-
members have one thing in common. They are arrogant and very much DRUNK WITH POWER. They
are very Out of the Loop as per what's going on out in the real world. Their pockets are
the most "lined". Their views are the most bought. Their ears are the most plugged. They
are the least likely to read or respond to the tons of facts/figures/TRUTH we have provided
to them on a near daily basis for the last 14 months. And they are the least likely to
stop and chat with you...the least friendly. They are the most powerful and they FEAR YOU

THE LEAST.

Unfortunately, for them, the well-orchestrated Quick-Kill of our bills was their greatest
blunder. It gloriously ushered in a chapter we had all anticipated, but wished we could
somehow avoid. Showdowns are not fun, especially for the ones who will be down for the
show...in this case the selected lawmakers on our soon to be unveiled "Red List". It would
have been wonderful if we could have all sat down and come up with a reasonable compromise,
a definite WIN-WIN, to solve this problem in this session...before the November elections.
So, now we are DONE LOBBYING.

We have not steppped foot on the Capitol grounds for over 3 weeks. Rumor has it there is a
strange uneasiness amongst some at the Capitol...boy, where are the Hawaii Smokers Alliance
guys...they just disappeared off the face of earth...their last "goodbye drop—off" said SEE
YA IN NOVEMBER...uh oh. From a daily barrage to nothing...not a peep. It will raise some
hairs even more when our first radio ad campaign in a few weeks begins to spread the word
about the RED LIST on our websites showing THUMBS UP (Keep'em In) or THUMBS DOWN (Smok'em
Out) signs next to every lawmaker's face. Every smoker AND NON SMOKER WHO IS CONCERNED
ABOUT THE EROSION OF OUR PERSONAL CHOICES AND FREEDOMS in Hawaii will soon have a chance

to ‘see how their representatives voted and will cast their votes accordingly in November.
They wanna' play dirty? They want war? How about over 40,000 pissed off Hawaii smokers
SMOKING their sorry-asses OUT come November 8 (Our exploding constituency is expected to
reach close to 60,000 by then). They had their chances to fix this. We didn't ask for
much...just a small ADJUSTMENT. They blew it. And now it's Payback Time.

I, for one, have come Full Circle with this. May I explain. Four years ago during a three
month period I did some traveling to the eastcoast and experienced firsthand the disgusting
plight of smokers at airports. I was at Atlanta Hartfield and was herded into this sorry
excuse for a "smoking lounge" along with 30 or so others. It was a pig stye. The conditions
.deplorable. I got so angry, I stood up and shouted to everyone, "Are you guys sick of this
crap"?! Everyone shouted back a resounding "Hell yeah". With that reaction, I knew the
powder keg of emotion was ready to be lit. At that moment I promised myself to set up a
website with ONE SOLE purpose...to begin the process of UNITING THE 60 MILLION SMOKERS IN
THE U.S. INTO A VOTING BLOCK UNLIKE ANYTHING EVER WITNESSED ON THE PLANET.
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In 2004, TheSmokeVote.com was borm. Very quickly I realized I was mnot alone in this battle.
I found out about Forces and The Smokers Club, and other resistence fighters across the
globe., What a relief! But my entire strategy was based upon change being facilitated by
only one dynamic...THE BALLOT BOX...the dynamic that has yet to present itself onto the
political landscape. With many years of experience in running political campaigns and
running for office, I knew firsthand that the only thing lawmakers understood was the
language of NUMBERS. Numbers is the only thing they Fear...the VOTE. You got the voting
power, you got the Hungry Ear.

Sadly, I spent over a year feverishly promoting my site, while being very ignorant as per
the impending passage of our own ban in bars. Frankly, I, along with thousands across the
state just didn't think lawmakers would be stupid enough to pass such a ludicrous law, what
being such a tourist dependent economy...a2 ban in bars...no no way. A catastrophic mistake
on my part. I have to say though, that our opposition waged a very stealth campaign.

It was nearly totally under the radar with little media exposure until it was too late.
That's when the Hawaii Smokers Alliance exploded onto the stage...better late than never.

Qur first committee meeting was held two weeks after the ban took effect on Nov. 16,
2006 (just weeks after the 2006 elections...how convenient). Jolyn Tenn and I hooked

up as GCo-Chairs of the newly formed Alliance and we immediately worked to help start

the Hawaii Bar Owners Association (headed by partners Fred Remington and Bill Cumorford
of EJ Lounge Inc-—own and run three Irish pub/bars in Homolulu). In less than a month
we were all over the newspapers with our lawsuit against the state. 1In less time than
that we had our first March on the Capitol with the "Incident At O'Toole's" splashing
our movement across the globe. The defiance had begun. With our competent and experienced
committee members, namely our statistician Michael Zehner, and long time battle veteran
and past Forces member, Bob Speck, our campaign slowly left dock, destined to become

the most formidable and successful oppostion campaign against the Anti Smoking Gestapo
‘Goliath in the world.

But here's where the Full Circle plays out. For so long, my entire energies were based

on the VOTE dynamic...the election, the Ballot Box being the ONLY answer to our problem.
Screw the Politicians. Screw talking or even trying to reason with any of them. That

was the last thing from my mind. Just find out who voted for the ban and begin publisizing
that for all the voters to see. Jolyn and I had no intentions of spending thousands of
hours for the next 14 months at the Capitoi~building doing this thing called "Lobbying".
When our first hearings came before committees, we said to ourselves, hey since we're

here at the capitol, why don't we pass out some fliers with info explaining OUR side

of the issue and drop them off to every office! There was born the signature mark of

our campaign, our Drop-Offs, filled with facts and humor. It quickly became the much
anticipated "daily-read" for many at the Big Square Building. We then began to do it

a couple times a week, then every day! People didn't know what to make of us. Nobody

ever did this before. We then began to run into one lawmaker after amother tellimg us

they AGREED with our stand that the ban went way too far in including bars...LAWMAKERS

WHO VOTED FOR THE BAN!! We couldn't believe what was happening. Our stats of bar losses
across the state stunned them. Jolyn's petition numbering in the thousands stunned them.
Our opposition never ever witnessed such a calculated persistent campaign against their
lies and propaganda...never ever across the nmation. The original "Gang of Defiant 4"

stood firm in the face of threats by our opposition of losing liquor licenses and police
action (They are Larry Ha'anio of Panama Hatties, Lance Gomes of Pig-Skin, Fred Remington
and Bob Cumorford of O'Toole's and Irish Rose pubs, and Sam and Ann Kekaula cf Sam's
HideAway). They remain firm in their defiance, joined now by over 75 bars across the

state in some form of defiance. By February of last year, our movement of defiance was
covered -across the globe by CNN, FOX, USA Today, and hundreds of print articles/headlines
in Hawaii and across the world. The ACS Goliath was fit to be tied. With lawmakers
unexpectidly jumping on our side, we decided to start -the Freedom of Choice Caucus. At
first, we were the laughing stock of the Capitol with just THREE lawmakers on board.

But never laugh at an underdog...wrong move. Nearly everyday, the numbers started climbing,
to the point where everyone was buzzing about what the number would be today! By session's
end we garnered 36 lawmakers on board our platform, nearly half of the legislative body.
The ACS was on” the horn to headquarters..."Houston, these guys won't go away here"!!

THEN to top it all off, we nearly pulled off the upset of the decade for politics by pulling
off a stealth bomb of our own with a Floor Vote amendment in the last week of the session.
The Goliath was holding his sorry ass all the way to the end.
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reversal to set into motion a campaign of Dialogue with each lawmaker. From the lawn,

to the hallways, from the office to the parking lot, from the bathroom to the elevator,

it was nonstop DIALOGUE and building relationships. Jolyn and I got caught up in the
challenge of it all. To see if we could master the dynamics of this new and peculiar thing
called lobbying. To see if we could pull off a stealth upset, and to see just how many
lawmakers we could get on board our caucus. To throw as much mud into that ugly face of
Goliath. In fact our pictoral anthem was a color picture of David aiming his sling

before a looming ugly Goliath. Everyone had a copy of it from the start...our opposition
didn't care too much for that analogy.

It was obviously hoped that the more we had on board our caucus, the better our chances

to get legislation passed or introduced to further our cause, even if it meant setting

the stage for the next year's session. We sincerely put our faith into the system.

We honestly believed we could make a change...to make a difference via this new method

of Dialogue, pursuasion, honesty, and true downhome sincerity, developing wholesome
relationships and friendships not only with lawmakers but dozens of office staffers.

We really gave it the good old college try. But we did not know until recently, another
of the many secrets and dynamics of the political game played at the Capitol...just

how important the power of the "Leaders' were. They are TyranicallyPowerfitl.. Gods. Again,
it hasn't mattered.that we developed such great friendships with so many at the Capitol.
Those few "Leaders" were not our friends. And this session they made sure they were

not going to get broadsided again, and have to deal with those little pesky David critters
all the way through the entire session., They made sure they made Quick Road Kill out of us.

50, was this process of lobbying and dialogue a failure? By no means not. In fact, we
would not be able to usher in the November Showdown Campaign were it not for the last

14 months of pounding the floors of the Hawaii State Capitol. For now, we have had

ample time and dialogue to know WHO gets the Thumbs Up and WHO gets the Thumbs Down, WHO
is sincerely on-the-fence, and WHO has been screwing with us. Except for one or two
lawmakers, we have no doubt now. Conversely, every lawmaker has had ample time via
volumes of information and tons of dialogue to allow them to come to the right decision

as per this issue. No excuses now. THAT is the key...without the 14 months.of work, they
could have an excuse at pre and post election. No more I didn't know...no one informed
me,..l was not aware.

Yes, it has come back Full Circle. We did the Lobbying route. We did the "Believe in

the Process” route. We did the "Get to know your lawmaker'" route. And now it's time

for the ultimate route...the road to Election '08. Last year, after our bills were finally.
killed, we stuck around for nearly two more months until the session's end trying our

hand in the lobbying/dialogue method. At first, people asked us...why are you guys

still here...they killed your bill last week. It was a different mind-set then. Now

this year? WE ARE DONE. After all we put in and to get shot out of the water by a

handful of arrogant tyrants...it's back to the SMOKE VOTE. We're done with the lobbying
process. We must begin to prove our clout, our power in numbers. Hawaii will be the
staging ground for the very first lawmaker ousted by a SMOKE VOTE.

Someone, or a few, must be made an example of. Sen. Gary Hooser of Kauai is one of the
top on our "Red List" hit-list. Last month we submitted an editorial to the Garden

Isle newspaper. They published it immediately. We stated that we will endorse any
qualified candidate rumning against Hooser. We were flooded with emails. Evidently,

he has made some enemies on his home turf as well. When I ran into him a few weeks back,
he was pissed, turning red, all unhinged, at the sight of me walking past him into his
office to drop—off one of our fliers. I passed him and with a low growl I stated, '"Mr.
Hooser". He -didn't say a word as he must have wanted to scream something at me. I swear
I saw a set of horns popping out of his sorry head. Very soon, hopefully BEFORE THE
SESSION ENDS, our Big Island, Maui, Kauai, and Honolulu contingencies will gather in
force to begin campaigns against selective lawmakers, right smack in their districts.

The Top 10 include, Sen. Roz Baker, Sen. Kalani English, Sen. David Ige, Sen. Claremnce
Nishihara, Rep. Kirk Caldwell, and Rep. Calvin Say. We will be out in full force igniting
the emotion of smokers in their districts, as well as NON smokers (believe it or not, 207
of our constituency are NON SMOKERS). Citizenry and the media will see us with signs

and banners and posters "Your cars and homes next", "Hooser says NO to smokers", Baker!
Kiss My Ash", "United We Smoke, United We Vote!" "60 Million Strong", "Defend Freedom
of Choice!" "Honk if you Smoke'", "The SmokeVote! Watch it Blow".
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In closing, a key dynamic must be understood here. The robots of our Behemoth Goliath
opposition are paid well and high. There are rumors of wide~spread corruption going on
throughout the American Cancer Society. Hundreds of millions are unaccounted for.

Yes, our opposition does not worry about getting elected every 2 or 4 years to keep their
position. They could give a rat's behind about which lawmakers get defeated or booted out
based on whatever reason or issue. They'll just cozy up to the next newly elected sucker
and begin their brainwashing, lies, and financial presents. HOWEVER...HOWEVER...HOWEVER...
if a trend started in which lawmakers begin getting booted out due to a specific voting
block, like a SMOKE VOTE, then the dynamics will begin to drastically change all across

the nation. Talk about Political Panick! Now, it is unheard of...precisely because that
has never happened...yet. In the '40s, '50s, and '60s, the unions were the most powerful
voting block ever in the history of America, But before then, lawmakers passed unjust and
unfair laws directly affecting the workplace. They had no fear of that voting block. But
as the unions grew, organized and solidified into local, state, and national entities, their
voting power began to quickly impact one election after another. Within a decade of their
entrance, their endorsement or non-endorsement would secure the Win or Defeat of mearly
every election battle. All of a sudden, new and fair and just laws began to be introduced
and passed. It was the birth of the SOLIDIFICATION of a particular population segmant into
a unified voting machine of PLUNDER AND REWARD. Problem Solved. Fear Ingrained.

Our battle against our opposition is NOT that difficult to win. There's no trickery to it.
No mystery as to how to achieve it. It's been done before, many times, by all types of
population segmants, from the military to teachers, from laborers to race and gender voting
blocks. The Civil Rights Movement of the 60's is a perfect example. Martin Luther King
stated "One has a moral responsibility to Disobey unjust laws (this line has been our
battle cry since day one). In the 60's, just 127 of our population rose up, solidified,
and turned into a voting block of power and impact. Laws changed. Lawmakers feared. We
smokers make up TWENTY PERCENT of our population. Actually, I believe it is more like

25%, one fifth of the population...which commutes to SIXTY MILLION STRONG. That is twice
the potential voting power of the black segmant. Imagine the damage we could reek on every
single election to come? SOLIDIFICATION IS THE KEY. '

Random pockets of us are doing just that. But what it's going to take is actual PHYSICAL
presence in order for the public and media to see, hear, and talk about. I heard on Coast
to Coast AM the other night a powerful statement. Something to the effect that HISTORY SHOWS
THAT THE MAJORITY NEVER MADE ANYTHING HAPPEN...IT WAS THE LOUD AND PERSISTENT MINORITY.

If we could just solidify ONE PERCENT of our 60 million. Imagine the impact of 600,000
angry people across the nation, marching on capitols, defying bans, getting arrested,
conducting Smoke Ins, shouting slogans, holding banners, calling in local talk shows,
writing editorials, raising respected-hell campaigning on sidewalks against selected law-
makers, traveling far and wide to various battlefronts in and outside state lines, joining
forces with compatriots across borders, meeting as committees at least twice a month,
putting fear into the eyes of arrogant lawmakers, AND impacting an election in a solidifying
effort for the first time in our nation's history.

The American SmokeVote will take at least two election cycles to begin to really make

solid impact. 2012 will be the year we make FULL impact...an interesting year in itself.
So, we have 4 years to work and prepare. -Here in Hawaii, as I stated earlier, we are now
making specific plans to fly to the island of Kauai to join our Kauai troopers in a weekend
of campaigning against Sen. Hooser. It will be unprecedented, as no one has ever campaigned
AGAINST a sitting lawmaker in Hawaii...not to mention 6 months prior to election, AND

DURING the existing session...AND without a named candidate as yet to run against him.
Hopefully we will ignite the hope and will of someone to run against this pompous arrogant
sorry excuse for a politician.

Great Ambitions Require Great Sacrifice. Jolyn and I have paid a tremendous cost since we
began this movement back in 2006. From untold stress and pain upon family members, to
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dire financial crisis, to painful business loss. But somehow we have survived and
endured (I've been homeless for the last 10 months living out of my van). But when
Hawaji's premier on-line news magazine, HawaiiReporter.com, selected Jolyn and me as
#12 and #13 in the Top-30 list of "People Who Made A Difference in 2007", it makes it
all worthwhile. Our efforts were not in vein, inspite of our defeat this session.
BUT, IN THE HEAP OF DEFEAT BOILS THE SEED FOR TOMORROW'S VICTORY.

Let the birthing screams of anger and pain be heard acroés the land come November 8,
2008. We must all work hard and sacrifice to make our first impact HUGE...our first

landing on the Ballot Box an
arrived. It's Payback Time.
the November Showdown Begin!
